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Goal: to make a perfect periodic table of the trends we have been talking about
How well you do this will determine the level of usefulness on the next quiz or exam.

Steps:
1. Highlight the properties of each group with the instructor
2. Use one color for labeling the names/groups. Put those labels on the periodic table.(Use a pen and then color over the pen)
3. Color code all metals etc with the instructor. Label them.
4. Use another color for spdf.(use a pen)
5. Use another color for valence electrons and ionic charge. (use a pen) we will study EXACTLY what this means in the next lesson)
6. Use separate colors each for ionization energy, atomic radii and electronegitivity.
