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Grades and standardized tests, like the SAT and ACT, are important factors in your college search. Your grades, class rank, class size, and test scores are all used by colleges to determine your “Academic Index.” There is a high correlation between a high AI and a high acceptance rate.

Your standardized tests are extremely important. We recommend that you study for the SAT’s for an hour a week starting in 9th grade, setting aside a specific day and time for you to dedicate to learning vocabulary, boosting your reading comprehension, and practicing SAT Math.
