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The Concept: Student positioning refers to showcasing the specific value that you will bring to the campus and differentiating yourself from other applicants. Colleges and Universities look to build well-rounded classes, but they don’t necessarily want well-rounded students. They want students who have excelled in one or two activities. To demonstrate your talent, it’s best to excel and be recognized on the state and national level. You then want to create your “student positioning statement” that concisely states the talent you bring, your evidence, and how you will continue to develop your talent.
